It was rather irritating to read 

that the Canadian trade min-

ister and the European Union 

(EU) executive vice president were 

celebrating the fifth anniversary of 

the Comprehensive Economic and 

Trade Agreement (CETA) between 

Canada and the EU. They trumpet-

ed that 99% of all tariff lines are ex-

pected to be eliminated by 2024. One 

hopes that would include the peren-

nial technical trade barriers the EU 

has in place to thwart Canadian beef 

imports. If history is any indication, 

that won’t happen in any significant 

manner. For over 40 years, devious 

EU trade strategists have outfoxed 

Canadian trade negotiators to the 

detriment of the Canadian beef in-

dustry. But, the reality is our trade 

negotiators’ top ag trade priority is 

protecting supply-managed com-

modities from imports, especially 

the sacred dairy industry. So sacri-

ficing beef industry tariff concerns 

was inevitable for a favourable deal 

on dairy import quotas. Remember, 

dairy votes are Quebec votes, and 

beef votes are Alberta votes – guess 

which ones our trade negotiators 

think of when their political mas-

ters are federal Liberals. One has to 

commend the bottomless patience 

of the Canadian Cattle Association 

(CCA) who, while acknowledging 

their exasperation with their disap-

pointment in CETA not opening up 

EU markets for Canadian beef, still 

plans to soldier on trying to con-

vince the EU to remove their mind-

less technical trade barriers. It’s 

particularly aggravating when one 

sees massive increases in EU beef 

exports to Canada with not a whim-

per of protest from the Canadian 

government about continuing fla-

grant EU trade mischief that thwarts 

Canadian beef imports. 

Longtime readers might recall 

that I have written several times 

about a meeting I had almost 20 

years ago with the EU Agriculture 

Commissioner whilst on a media 

junket to Brussels. For the innocent 

- EU commissioners are the most se-

nior bureaucrats in the EU bureau-

cratic power structure – most EU 

economic sectors are governed by 

such all-powerful officials whose 

regulatory power supersedes the 

authority of individual member 

countries. That suffocating EU bu-

reaucratic power was one of the rea-

sons the United Kingdom (UK) left 

the EU. At that prophetic meeting 

many years ago, the AG commis-

sioner, a charming Irishman, stated 

that the EU would never allow un-

fettered access to the EU by North 

American beef. To this day, that 

statement has held true and is likely 

to hold for many years.

But alas, I fear Canadian 

negotiators will fall back to once 

again protecting dairy supply man-

agement at all costs, including sac-

rificing Canadian beef exports to the 

UK. No doubt, UK negotiators will 

have been part of the CETA deal and 

will want a similar agreement with 

Canada. History, unfortunately, has 

a way of repeating itself. 

CCA and ABP take credit for de-

Alberta will soon face another 

Trudeau government assault 

against one of our resource 

industries. Trudeau and his gang of 

eco-extremist toadies may be fixat-

ed on demolishing our energy in-

dustry, but a recent appointment 

adds a new dimension to his de-

stroy Alberta campaign. Trudeau’s 

appointment of Greenpeace disci-

ple and activist Steven Guilbeault as 

his new environment minister may 

have shocked the energy industry, 

but the agriculture industry needs 

to be equally alarmed. One of the 

pillars of Greenpeace ideology is the 

termination of animal agriculture in 

the world.

Even 

for Greenpeace, famous for making 

delusional statements, such a claim 

is way over the top. But it doesn’t 

matter; true believers blindly ac-

cept such mindless ideology with 

religious fervour.  Also, to be part 

of the Greenpeace inner sanctum of 

anointed activists, you are expect-

ed to be a devoted vegetarian. One 

suspects that Minister Guilbeault, a 

Greenpeace activist/zealot, is a ded-

icated vegetarian. If so, his support 

(instigation?) of a campaign against 

the beef cattle industry would be 

readily rationalized by his ardent 

anti-meat vegetarianism.  It’s just 

human nature; if one has a personal 

stake in an issue, it’s a lot easier to 

pursue the cause – sort of like being a 

missionary.  Action on this issue gets 

even more inevitable when minister 

Guilbeault surrounds himself with 

advisors and flatterers who share his 

extremist Greenpeace ideology. For 

example, I expect there isn’t a single 

person in Trudeau’s circle of ador-

ing sycophants that would dare say 

anything positive about the Alberta 

energy industry.

Sooner or later, under pressure 

from Greenpeace lobbyists/bosses, 

the minister will launch a campaign 

to reduce planet-destroying livestock 

emissions; after all, it’s a Greenpeace 

goal to eliminate animal agriculture. 

It’s also an easy political target; few 

Liberal votes are at stake. It also 

adds to that favourite Liberal obses-

sion - sticking another knife into evil 

Alberta, the heart of the beef indus-

try.

No 

federal minister from Quebec would 

dare challenge that coalition political 

monster.  But the Minister will soon 

discover an easier animal industry 

target, and that would be cattle feed-

lot operators. Conveniently there is 

no commercial cattle feedlot industry 

in Quebec; almost all of them are lo-

cated in Alberta and Saskatchewan – 

that must be a heaven-sent scenario 

for devious Liberal party strategists. 

One expects the feedlot indus-

try to be attacked from many angles, 

likely with more regulations and new 

sector-specific carbon taxes. Federal 

and Quebec bureaucrats and Liberal-

friendly academic researchers will 

invent the needed data to condemn 

beef cattle feedlots as the root cause 

of global climate calamity. Then, 

emission limits will be set for each 

feeder animal, followed by moni-

toring and permitting with plenty 

of fees.

Schellenberg was a tireless advocate 
for the beef industry serving for 
many years with the Saskatchewan 

Stock Growers and finally CCA. Ten 
days before his passing, he was inter-
viewed by the Alberta Beef Magazine 
sharing some of the bright spots of 
the past year and his thoughts about 
the continuing challenges that faced 
the Canadian cattle industry go-
ing forward.  

“In 2022 CCA was all hands on 
deck to engage Members of Parliament 

(MPs), Senators, officials at Health 
Canada and consumers on the proposed 

regulatory change that would have seen 
a warning label for saturated fat placed on 

ground beef,” said Schellenberg. “We had to 
rally the troops in a hurry with only a few weeks 

to react before the spring recess. Kudos to the CCA 
staff in Ottawa that co-ordinated a campaign “Don’t label 

my beef”. We were hugely successful in fending off a 
proposed regulatory change which would have been 

an unfair hardship for the industry. The initiative 
was truly a #teambeef effort and a win for the 

entire industry.”
The continued drought of 2022 hit parts 

of Alberta and Saskatchewan hard and 
experts suggest it will take a few years 

with moisture to bring pastures back. 
CCA, ABP and the Saskatchewan 
Cattlemen’s Association (SCA) part-
nered to put $100 for each cow af-
fected by the drought in producer’s 
pockets to help maintain their cow 
numbers. Because of combined fed-
eral and provincial lobby efforts, the 

$200 per head was provided by fed-
eral and provincial governments in the 

drought affected areas. Schellenberg was 
in one of the major drought areas where 
community pastures were cut back 33% 
and ranchers were forced to send cattle 
to other locations.  The Schellenbergs 
pushed water to five dugouts almost 

three miles in distance at a cost of $24,000 
in an attempt to maintain their herd numbers. That’s 

just one out of many drought stories on the prairies. 
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“It is with tremendous sorrow that the Canadian Cattle Association 
(CCA) shares the news of the sudden passing of their president, Reg 

Schellenberg on December 2, 2022. “His gentle demeanor and strong 
character are qualities that many of us in the industry looked up to,” 

said Nathan Phinney, who will become CCA’s new president.”

On another positive note, the 
industry received a 25% increase 
for funding for research and inno-
vation which is a key ingredient 
to the success and sustainability of 
the beef sector.

Free and open trade agreements 
have been the key for success 
with 50% of Canadian beef ex-
ported around the globe. In 2021, 
the industry hit a new export re-
cord high of $4.5 billion in beef 
exports; the sixth record year in 
a row. This success came about 
even though Canada was unable 
to send their beef exports to China 
for a full year.  

• Japan is Canada’s second larg-
est export partner and in 2021, 
Canada exported close to $438 
million CDN to Japan for a 
43.3% increase from the previous 

year. Since the start of CPTPP, 
and the removal of tariffs, 
Canadian exports to Japan have 
increased 70%.  

• With the implementation of 
the Canada-Korea Free Trade 
Agreement in 2015, beef exports 
to that country have increased 
2,781%. In 2020, exports to South 
Korea were $45 million CDN, in 
2021 exports totalled $117 mil-
lion CDN, and as of September 
2022, exports stood at $156 mil-
lion CDN.

• Vietnam is another fast-growing 
market for Canadian beef going 
from $8 million CDN in 2019 to 
$83 million in 2021.

This shows the value of having 
free trade agreements such as the 

Comprehensive and Progressive 
Trans-Pacific Partnership (CPTPP) 
to diversify our markets. 

“Going into the New Year, 
CCA will continue to engage with 
parliamentarians and regulators 
regarding the Transfer of Care doc-
ument which CFIA has responsibil-
ity for. “It’s one more regulatory 
change in a sea of regulations,” 
said Schellenberg. “CFIA sprung 
this on us without enough time to 
react or comply before thousands 
of feeder cattle were in transport to 
destinations all over the country. 
The TCD requires truckers to docu-
ment how long the cattle have been 
off feed and water. We lobbied for a 
500 kilometre exemption for short-
haul cattle, specifically feeder cat-
tle in the fall. Even though CFIA 
enforcement has been reasonable, 
we will keep on top of this file for

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There have been numerous research in-

vestigations over the years to try to 

find the magic bullet or bullets that 

can reduce livestock feed costs. If you think 

about cash crops or growing monoculture 

wheat, barley, flax, or lentils there are a lot of 

months of the year that an acre of land isn’t 

producing anything. So the goal is to inte-

grate a cropping system that will cover the 

ground longer. To that end, producers have 

adopted new grazing systems such as bale 

grazing, corn grazing, and stockpiled forage. 

And, in the last 10 years or so, some early 

adopters have looked to alternative systems 

such as cover crops and polycrops to extend 

the grazing season. 

“Traditionally, a cover crop or nurse crop 

is one that is seeded with annual forage to 

establish a perennial,” said Dr. Bart Lardner, 

Professor in Applied Cow-Calf and Forage 

Management programs at the University of 

Saskatchewan. “ However, I think  the cover 

or polycrops we see today definitely have a 

role to play in extending the grazing season. 

If you look at the benefits of a mix of cool and 

warm season species you can hedge your bet 

and hopefully get biomass in the year you 

establish, while the annual legumes will fix 

biological nitrogen and then leave some ni-

trogen behind. When using Brassicas species, 

they can add some palatability and biomass 

as well. But you need to be cautious of the 

Brassica species as they tend to accumulate 

sulphur and nitrates. I would suggest you 

don’t go over 20-25% total composition of 

Brassicas in the polycrop mixture.” 

Extended grazing 
has many faces

Dr. Bart Lardner suggested that cover crops will 

fit a window in the late summer slump and early 

fall grazing, now known as shoulder season crop 

grazing. Lardner and his team are embarking on 

a multi-year study with small plots to screen a 

multitude of monocultures, simple mixtures and 

possibly complex mixtures. After three years, they 

hope to pick a winner from small plot studies and 

integrate into field paddock grazing trials. 
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MANAGEMENT

In the southeast corner of Saskatchewan near Gladmar, rancher Scott Fettes was fed up with the drought years having Mother Nature continually kick his ass. Many years prior to building the fodder system at the ranch, he spent some time searching for pos-sible alternative cattle feed options and came across an idea to use hy-droponics to produce fodder for his 150 head of Red and Black Angus purebred cattle.“We have had anywhere from 150 to 250 purebreds depending on the availability of feed and feed costs,” said Fettes. “Two thirds of the herd are registered Red Angus and one third Black Angus plus we have yearling bulls, horses and donkeys to feed. We’ve had to buy feed most years bringing it in from Manitoba. When pellets were cheap-er, we over-wintered the cows with pellets and straw bales.”In the summer of 2019 Fettes and his son flew to Utah to tour several different fodder operations. They were also able to tour a farm in Northern Saskatchewan. After see-ing these operations in action, they came up with a plan that would be affordable and fit their family oper-ation. Their building design is a 30 ft. by 60 ft. shed where only 13 ft. by 60 ft. is used for the fodder growth. His good friend and master welder, Ryan Kattler of Deep Lake Livestock near Indian Head, welded the alumi-num racks to Fettes’s own specifica-tions for the 8 inch wide and 7.5 ft. foot high trays which hold the barley sprout fodder.
“It’s not a complicated system,” said Fettes. “Although our ranch water isn’t great, there is plenty of it. The system takes very little water. 20 lbs. of barley seed is soaked in warm 

water during the day. Aerators are put in the seed and at day’s end a valve drains the water off and the seeds have already begun to ger-minate. Two, 3lb. scoops of barley seed are levelled out into the trays. The watering system comes from the back side of the trays watering every 6 hours and each tray receives 40 oz. of water which is triggered by auto-matic timers. The seeding process happens every day continuously as well as the harvesting of the fodder.”From the beginning of the seed-ing process to harvest takes 7 days. Each day they are able to harvest twenty 7.5 foot strips of fodder which equates to the food value of five 1,200 lb. bales. Once the rows of fodder are fed to the cattle the trays are rinsed and re-seeded.” The strips are easy to feed. Fettes uses a 

side-by-side to distribute them to the pens. If there are muddy condi-tions, he places the fodder either on a straw pack or a hill.This is the fourth year that Fettes has used the fodder system as part of his winter ration. “These cattle are eating live organisms in the middle of winter which is basically green grass and they love it,” said Fettes. “Fodder feed is able to transfer the seeds energy and the plant’s energy to the animal. One pound of seed can produce 8 pounds of fodder. We are doing a test with two groups of 22 open heifers by giving one group grain and hay and the other group fodder and hay to compare their per-formance. So far the fodder group has gained more per day and is cost-ing less to feed per day. And they are eating less minerals and salt.”

An innovative cattle feed source

Canadian prairie cattlemen do so much more than raising safe and nutritious beef. They offer a 

critical public good by maintaining grasslands, thereby protecting biodiversity that would oth-

erwise be lost and sequestering carbon that would otherwise be released. Will they – soon or 

ever – be appropriately compensated for the environmental goods and services they provide?

Sorry, guys: probably not. 

While countless programs have been suggested and piles of studies have been completed, cow-calf produc-ers have not yet and will likely nev-er see meaningful payment for the grassland maintenance work they provide year after year. Eventually, programs for ‘additionality’ type op-erating changes may provide small cash payouts: the first of these are already doing so. However, limit-ing payments to operational chang-es, while easier to administer, doom these programs to small payouts, minimal producer uptake and neg-ligible real environmental impact. Money would be nice, admits 

Lumsden, Saskatchewan cow-calf producer and grassland advocate, Tom Harrison. But, he says, the ben-efits of participating in conservation projects go beyond cash payments. “The motivating factors for pro-ducers have to be about more than just the monetary part, especially in the ranching sector. If we just looked at our operations from a monetary perspective, we might make more money just walking away and rent-ing out the land. You have to be-lieve in what you’re doing. You have to believe that you’re doing the right thing.”
Harrison is a man who wears many hats. First and closest to his 

heart, Harrison is a long-time cow-calf producer. Together with his wife, Tracy, Harrison runs a 250-head commercial herd of predominant-ly Angus and Speckle Park cattle. Harrison is also a project manag-er with the Saskatchewan Stock Growers Foundation, working to develop a term-based conserva-tion easement program on grazing land. He’s also one of a team of four managing the South of the Divide Conservation Action Program (SODCAP)’s new Living Lab re-search project. Living Labs is a national network of on-farm trials that bring together farmers and scientists to develop and

Brett Stuart is a founding partner with Global Agritrends, a Colorado-based market intelli-

gence firm that provides analysis of global protein markets to clients from hedge funds and 

Wall Street banks to protein packers and exporters to cattle producers and feeders. ABM sat 

down with Stuart to chat about what’s going on in the cattle market today and what’s on the 

horizon. The interview below has been edited for brevity. 
ABM: So Brett, tell me a bit about how your crystal ball works? You evaluate everything from weather to global politics to demand trends to make your forecasts, correct? 

Stuart: That’s exactly right. For example, the La Nina weather pat-tern continues in the Pacific, which suggests that it’s going to continue to be dry in North America but wet in Australia. We’re not meteorologists but we use those kinds of trends and patterns to show the kind of direction we’re going. 

We expect the US cattle market to tighten significantly next year be-cause there’s been a pretty significant decline in US beef production that would be supportive to prices. That’s kind of looking into next year. But we’ve also got models where we fore-cast 10 years out, asking how much beef, pork and poultry the world is going to need a decade from now and can we get there. Some of our analysis is short term, some is longer. A lot of it is analyzing and interpreting the news and data and saying, Okay, here’s what China 

is saying today about COVID or about their meat markets, and here’s what we think about that. 
ABM: How much more difficult is your job today than it would have been in, say, 2018: before COVID, before Russia’s invasion of Ukraine, before the current inflation and eco-nomic uncertainty? 

Stuart: It’s much more compli-cated. Like a lot of people, I won-der: what did we do every day three or four years ago? What did we
